Personal Reflection from a Chaplain
(Chaplain Dave Robbins, Barnstable County Correctional Facility)

As a Chaplain at a local jail (Barnstable County), ministering to inmates (while incarcerated) is not as difficult as one might think. After all, they
are a “captive audience”! They are not forced to be in church or at a Bible Study, so most of those who attend are there because they want to
be there, and they realize the need to look at the spiritual piece of the puzzle of their lives. As a result, we see a lot of growth, fairly quickly in
many cases.

Now, let's shift gears outside of the jail. No longer are they a captive audience, and in many cases freedom actually becomes a hindrance to
remaining stable spiritually. Inmates are faced with temptations on the outside that for the most part, they were able to avoid inside. As a result
they are free to make choices that they couldn’t inside. And some, though they were growing while incarcerated, begin to fall away from God

and anything spiritual.

What to do? Solid, Christ- centered, programming once outside the jail is
hard to come by. But, we've discovered a program in Brockton (Compass
Point Ministries), which is run by Dave Silva. This program offers inmates
upon release an environment that fosters continued growth in their
relationship with Jesus Christ! This is so exciting to those of us who do
most of our ministry behind the walls. It reassures us, and those inmates
who participate in CPM that what was established in jail will continue once
they are out. Our prayer is for these men to benefit from these spiritual
lessons for the rest of their lives. | only wish there were more programs like
this one.
